What we liked:

1. Topics that were clearly introduced
2. Methods for collecting data were clearly described
3. Posters which told a story. These tended to have a clear specification of what was being investigated, together with a description of how this was done, the results of the investigation and any conclusions that could be made from the results
4. Presentation does matter. We weren’t looking for beautifully word-processed posters but in order for us to understand what the poster was about, the results needed to be clearly presented in sensible, relevant tables, graphs and charts
5. Conclusions clearly stated and sensible – i.e. they reflected the results
6. Posters with a interesting idea – it didn’t matter whether it was about football, or favourite shoes or TV programmes – what we were looking for was something that grabbed our attention

What we didn’t like:

1. Poorly labelled graphs and histograms
2. Inappropriate line graphs
3. 3D graphs
4. Untidiness
5. Lack of a decent introduction
6. Methods not clearly explained
7. Lack of conclusions
8. Poor spelling and grammar
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
